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ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING HELD ON 1 JUNE 2011

POLL RESULTS

At the Annual General Meeting of First Pacific Company Limited (the “Company”)
held at The East and West Rooms, 23rd Floor, Mandarin Oriental, 5 Connaught Road,
Central, Hong Kong at 3:00 p.m. on Wednesday, 1 June 2011 (the “2011 AGM”), a poll
was demanded by the Chairman for voting on all the proposed and seconded resolutions,
as set out in the Notice of 2011 AGM dated 27 April 2011.

As at the date of 2011 AGM, the issued share capital of the Company was 3,889,914,916
shares, which was the total number of shares entitling the holders to attend and vote for
or against all the resolutions at the 2011 AGM. No shareholders were required to abstain
from voting on any of the proposed resolutions at the 2011 AGM.

All the resolutions, which were voted on by poll, were approved by the shareholders.
The vote-taking at the 2011 AGM was scrutinised by Computershare Hong Kong
Investor Services Limited, the Company’s Hong Kong Branch Share Registrar. The poll
results in respect of the resolutions were as follows:
